Professor Jim Fraser is Director of the University of Strathclyde’s Centre for Forensic Science. A past President of the Forensic Science Society and current Chair of the European Academy of Forensic Science, he has extensive experience as an expert witness in criminal courts in the UK. He has advised a range of agencies on forensic matters, including the Association of Chief Police Officers, the Home Office and the Scottish and Westminster Parliaments.  

Dr. Liz Heffernan lectures at the Law School, Trinity College Dublin. She is the author of Scientific Evidence: Fingerprints and DNA (FirstLaw, 2006) and Evidence: Cases and Materials (Thomson Round Hall, 2005). Dr. Maureen Smyth joined the Forensic Science Laboratory in 1979. She is currently Head of the DNA Section which provides a profiling service within the criminal justice system.
