RESEARCH CAREER

I have co-authored 86 peer reviewed papers in International journals and 32 conference proceedings. These journal papers have been cited a total of ~2200 times to date. I have a research H-index of 25 (This means I have 25 papers with at least 25 citations: see Nature 436, 900 2005). One of my papers has amassed well over 240 citations in just 4 years. News coverage of this work in the popular press includes reports in The Sunday Times, and The Dallas Morning News among others. In addition my work has featured in New Scientist, C&E News, Chemistry World, Materials Today and on regional TV in the US.  Over the last five years I have presented 11 invited contributions at international conferences, and a number of invited presentations at universities and laboratories. I am an inventor on two patents and have co-supervised 10 successful PhD students.
