2014 Russian Certification Examinations

The Department of Russian and Slavonic Studies, in collaboration with Moscow State
University, is an official test centre for Certification Examinations in Russian as a Foreign
Language (TORFL/TPKW), which are fully integrated into the Common European Framework of
Reference. The six examinations that students may take are:

e Elementary Certification Level (T3Y) — Al
e Basic Certification Level (TBY) — A2

e First Certification Level (TPKK-1) — B1

e Second Certification Level (TPKN-2) — B2
e Third Certification Level (TPKU-3) —C1

e Fourth Certification Level (TPKU-4) —C2

The 2014 examination diet will take place on Monday, 14" April 2014, and Tuesday, 15t April
2014, in the Arts Building in Trinity College. Persons intending to sit the Certification
Examinations must register using the form overleaf by Thursday, 3™ April 2014, and submit to
Natasha Kulachkovskaya. The examination fee is €150; payment must accompany registration.
Once registration is complete, a timetable for individual examinations will be produced.

Intensive Preparation for Russian Certification Examinations

Persons wishing to undergo focused examination preparation for the Certification
Examinations are invited to enroll on our special preparatory programme. This intensive course
will take place over five evenings from Monday, 7t April 2014 to Friday, 11" April 2014, in the
Arts Building in Trinity College. Students of all levels may apply.

Each evening, two slots each lasting 60 minutes are available — 6:30-7:30, and 7:45-8:45. Two
sessions each are provisionally earmarked for basic level (TBY/A2) and for TPKWU-1 (B1), while
four are scheduled for TPKK-2 (B2). The two Friday slots are optionally available against
additional payment.

There must be a minimum of two students per slot; where numbers are lower, sessions may be
merged (TBY/A2 with TPKN-1/B1, and TPKN-2/B2 with TPKWN-3/C1). The final schedule will be
made available once registration is complete. The application deadline is Thursday, 3" April
2014; payment must accompany application.

Course and registration

2 sessions: €50 (Basic level/Al1; TPKMN-1/B1)

3 sessions: €75 (as required)

4 sessions: €100 (TPKN-2/B2)

Optional session: €25 (subject to minimum enrolment of 2 students)

This fee is payable in advance and non-refundable. A concession rate (€80/€60/€40) is available
to Trinity College Dublin undergraduate and postgraduate students, and those in receipt of a
social welfare pension. The number of concession rate places is restricted to twenty per cent.
