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The Boris Trajkovski Scholarship 2010/11

Deadline April 16, 2010

The Irish School of Ecumenics Trust has instituted the Boris Trajkovski Scholarship which will be awarded annually to a student from the Balkans region to undertake a taught masters programme in either ecumenical studies, international peace studies, or reconciliation studies. The scholarship is made possible through the generosity of the Methodist Church in Britain, in the spirit of ecumenical partnership. It honours the memory of the former President of Macedonia the Hon. Boris Trajkovski who, in 2002, was awarded the World Methodist Peace Award on the basis of his significant contributions to peace, reconciliation and justice. This scholarship is open to Christians of all denominations who can demonstrate a commitment to the vision and mission of the Methodist Church Fund for World Mission, (the promoter of the scholarship).  It is intended to support the ongoing work of reconciliation in the region by providing the opportunity for individuals who have been involved in ecumenical, inter-faith, reconciliation or peace work to undertake a 1-year taught masters degree in the Irish School of Ecumenics.  
The Boris Trajkovski Scholarship is worth a total of €30,000 from which university fees and a stipend will be paid.   

The Irish School of Ecumenics

The Irish School of Ecumenics is a multi-disciplinary, all-Ireland graduate school within Trinity College Dublin committed to teaching and research at the intersection of theology and religions, politics and social research. Ecumenics in its root-meaning refers to the whole inhabited earth. Thus as defined by the ISE, ecumenics is a multi-disciplinary field of study concerned with dialogue, peace and reconciliation. Through its research, teaching and outreach the School promotes dialogue between religions, and works for peace and justice globally. In the pursuit of this mission we have long-standing relations with academic institutes, religious organisations, Churches, mosques, temples and other civil society organisations committed to reconciliation, dialogue and peace in Europe and abroad.  
Applicants for the Boris Trajkovski Scholarship pursue one of the following M.Phil. programmes:
( M.Phil. Ecumenical Studies
( M.Phil. International Peace Studies 

( M.Phil. Reconciliation Studies (Belfast based)

Details of these programmes are available on www.tcd.ie/ise  The successful candidate will under-take the programme as a full-time student.
Eligibility
Applicants should normally have a second class honours degree (or equivalent such as a GPA of 3.2) in relevant discipline. Students not meeting this criterion may be considered at the discretion of the Dean of Graduate Studies.
The Boris Trajkovski Scholarship is funded from the Methodist World Mission Fund and as such criteria for the allocation of funding need to be met. Applicants should demonstrate through their 'Statement of Interest' (see below) how their programme of study will meet some or all of the following criteria:
i) to initiate, maintain and encourage Christian mission in other countries;

ii) to encourage the establishment of churches overseas which will themselves undertake that mission within and beyond their own borders;

iii) to engage in a continuing relationship of mutual help and enrichment with churches (including united churches) in the life of which Methodist missions have played a part;

iv) to foster and take part in ecumenical relationships in the field of world mission, including the work of the World Council of Churches and the Churches' Commission on Mission;

iv) to bear witness to the global character of Christian mission by supporting work with and among ethnic minority communities in Britain and Ireland which have had their origin in other countries;

v) in furtherance of these purposes to engage in education and advocacy.
Citizens of the following countries are eligible to apply: Macedonia, Bosnia and Herzegovia, Croatia (Eastern), Serbia, Montenegro, Albania, Bulgaria.
Requirements
Applicants for this Scholarship must apply for admission to the M.Phil. programme of their choice through the Graduate Studies Office, Trinity College Dublin. Applications should be made on line at www.pac.ie and must be received by April 16, 2010 for admission to the programme in September 2010.  

In addition to meeting the criteria for admission to the programme, applicants for the Boris Trajkovski Scholarship are expected to submit:
a) a curriculum vitae

b) a 1,000 word Statement of Interest outlining how your chosen programme of study will contribute to the work of peace and reconciliation in the Balkan region.

c) If relevant, each applicant must confirm that she/he has the approval of her/his Head of Church.
The Boris Trajkovski Scholarship will be available in 2011/12 and 2012/13.  Relevant closing dates for applications for 2011/12 and 2012/13 will be advised.
