Degrees and other academic qualifications awarded by the 
University 

 
1. Degrees and qualifications 
 
(1) The English titles, abbreviations, Latin titles, and hoods gowns and order 

of presentation of the Degrees awarded by the University shall be 
prescribed by Senate and set out in Table 1. 

(2) The order of presentation should, if praticable, be the reverse of the 
order in which the Degrees were instituted, at least in so far as 
Bachelors Degrees are concerned. 

(3) Where other academic qualifications are awarded by the University,  
 

(a) their titles, abbreviations and academic dress shall be prescribed by 
Senate and set out in the Calendar. 

(b) regulations concerning the academic standing and the academic and 
other requirements to be fulfilled to achieve the standing necessary 
for their conferral shall be prescribed by Council and set out in the 
Calendar. 

 
2. Hoods 

 
(1) The material of a hood provided for in Table 1 may be silk unless 

otherwise specified. 
 

(2) Where an edging of a different colour from the lining is not prescribed, 
the hood shall be edged with the same colour as the lining.
