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On successful completion of this module, students should be able to:

Situate the studied plays in their original performance contexts and
comment on the relevance of these contexts for their interpretation.

LOA4. Explore the significance of ancient drama for the audiences of selected
later restagings, translations and adaptations, from antiquity to the present
day.

This module introduces the dramatic performance traditions of the ancient
Greek world. Focusing on Athens, you will study ancient plays as literary texts
and performance scripts and explore elements of poetics, the production of
drama such as performance venues (theatres, festivals, games) and the
conventions and practicalities of staging, as well as drama’s civic and religious
contexts, historical development, and value as source of cultural information.

This module is taught through lectures and small-group seminars, supported
by online learning (Blackboard). Attendance and preparation are compulsory.
