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Protocol on Decanting of Laboratories/Workshops

Each department, school or other area of responsibility that is vacating a laboratory, part of a laboratory, workstation, workshop or other similar work area is responsible for the safe decanting of these areas.

This will include;

· The safe transport of all hazardous materials and equipment to their new location in accordance with appropriate legislation, regulations, codes of practice, and College or other guidelines

· The safe handing over of custody and storage of hazardous materials to another department or group

· The safe and legal disposal all hazardous wastes including

· Biological waste

· Chemical waste 

· Electronic waste 

· Genetically modified materials

· Radioactive waste

· Any other waste that could constitute a safety, health or environmental risk

· Decontamination of all work/ storage surfaces including

· Benches, tables and other work surfaces

· Shelving used for storage of hazardous materials

· Fume hood/Safety cabinet surface and filters as appropriate

· Sinks/washbasins, taps and the like

· Floor surfaces

· Hazardous materials storage cabinets

· Certification that all surfaces have been decontaminated and are, to the best of their knowledge, free from contaminants
