Module Content 
The module introduces key concepts relating to the teaching and learning of German as a 
Foreign Language including teaching methods, materials design and development, digital 
tools for language learning and inclusive approaches to language teaching. Students will 
focus on particular grammar topics, exploring the target metalanguage and developing their 
ability to explain the phenomena in the target language.  

The course emphasises experiential and inductive techniques that foster active learning 
through the development, implementation, and evaluation of engaging activities and 
lessons.
