Why take this New Minor Subject?  
 
 

Spanish is the native language of over five hundred million people. It is second only to English in the number 
of countries in which it is officially spoken. Spanish is an exciting and growing area of study. It is the second 
language in the United States, an official language in the European Union, the African Union, and the United 
Nations.

You will learn Spanish language skills (reading, writing, listening, speaking), which you will use to access and 
explore the vibrant, diverse cultures and traditions of the Hispanic world. You will study literature, film, and 
social and political history, among other topics.

You will then take a combination of language, culture and literature modules in your Senior Sophister
